GETTING TO KNOW ME (ICEBREAKER):

• What does it mean to have a burden in your life?

• What makes you angry? What does it mean to have “righteous anger?”
• What do you care about that other people don’t care about? What is it that brings passion to your heart as you 
   view and feel the burden that you have?
• Have someone read Colossians 3:12. What do you think about this scripture?
• What is the most significant statement that you remember from Sunday’s message?
