AS THE DISCUSSION LEADER, THERE ARE A FEW THINGS TO KEEP IN MIND: 
• Pray for your group discussion time! 
• Choose a few questions from the guide that will generate the most discussion in your group.

GETTING TO KNOW ME (ICEBREAKER): 
• �If you had to recommend only one restaurant, movie, or product to a friend this week, what would you 

choose—and why does sharing that come naturally? 
Transition thought: We naturally share what we love. What about sharing Christ?

  

DISCUSSION QUESTIONS:
• �Have someone read Matthew 4:18-22. What stands out to you about how Jesus called the first disciples?
• �Why do you think they “immediately” left their nets to follow Him? What does it mean today to be  

“fishers of people”?
• �What “nets” do people today struggle to leave behind when it comes to sharing Jesus?
• �Have someone read 1 Peter 3:15-16. Why is your personal story one of the most powerful ways to share Jesus? 

What part of your testimony do you think would connect most with someone far from God?
• �Have someone read Acts 17:16-17. Paul was “distressed” by the idols in Athens. What things in our culture 

distress you spiritually? How can a thoughtful, reasoned approach open doors for people who have  
questions or doubts?

• �Have someone read Luke 5:27-31. How do you see Jesus using a meal to reach people who were far from 
God? What simple relational step could you take this week to move toward someone who needs Christ?

• �Have someone read Acts 9:36. How did Tabitha’s good works open a door for the gospel? How have acts 
of service opened your heart—or someone else’s—toward God? What is one act of kindness you could 
intentionally offer this week?
